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As Iôve been pondering this article and what 

to write, I came across an item in a missions 

magazine written by a friend of mine 

concerning childrenôs ministry into the future.   

This is very salient to CEF at this time as the 

Board grapples with various issues that need 

to be addressed. 

I quote from my friend, ñChildrenôs ministries 

have been and will continue to be the major 
thrust of our work.  It is also the most responsive as biblical 

worldview history and world trends all point to the fact that we 

cannot afford to ignore the 4-14 window.  Children and young 
people in this window are the most receptive to the gospel.ò  

We at CEF must recognise their huge potential and urgently 

respond to the Holy Spiritôs call to reach them, and raise them 

up as Godôs agents to transform our world. 

Children around the world often fall below the radar in the 

modern church growth movement, but we ignore them at our 

peril.  100 years ago half of Englandôs children attended Sunday 

School.  Today only 4% do.  I suspect that New Zealandôs 

figures are not too different.  Many of our churches today donôt 

even have a Sunday School. 

The worldwide age span is now 67 years, but when it comes to 

evangelism most people donôt respond after their mid teens.  A 

recent  survey  revealed  that  60%  of  all  believing  adults  first 

heard and responded to the gospel when they were under 15.  

Statistics show that these children are very likely to remain 

believers for the rest of their lives. 

So for CEF the message is clear.  We must reach this most ready 

generation while they are still young and receptive.  It is a 

precious window of opportunity that cannot be ignored. 

Many churches in the developed world today have abundant 

resources ï but very little growth numerically. In fact only 

around 15% of their missions giving goes to childrenôs 

ministries, but that results in 60 ï 80% of all global conversions.  

With more resources channelled into childrenôs work from the 

developed world many more children can be evangelised and 

discipled to become leaders in tomorrowôs church. 

We, the CEF family, believe that a child, just as adults are 

created in Godôs image and that alone gives them intrinsic worth.  

Yes, God cares about their dignity, their development and their 

destiny, and we do too. 

May God grant us wisdom and insight into how better we can 

serve Him in this one of the most responsive of harvest fields. 

In closing, news has just come through that the worldôs 

population has now topped 7 billion people.  While the 

population continues to explode letôs be in earnest as we pray 

for an equal explosion of believers ï especially among our 

children ïour heritage.

Q.  What was the first camp you attended 

and how old were you then?

Itôs also a stepping 

stone for young people to go into other 

mission activities with confidence and 

with the practical training they get at a 

CEF kidôs camp. 

It is also a great opportunity for the kids 

to have a chance to see Jesus working 

through their leadersô lives in a fun 

Christian environment and any questions 

that they have can be answered in a camp 

environment. 

Q.   What were the highlights in this 

particular camp?  How many kids 

were there?  When was it held and where? 

A.  It was held at the Waipara Boysô 

Brigade camp from the 17-21 Oct 2011. 

There were a lot of new leaders who 

hadn't done a camp before with a lot 

coming from Capernway. They came with 

loads of excitement and great ideas that 

we used throughout the camp. They were 

an awesome team and knitted in well 

together with the other CEF leaders. 

Chris Mardon and Caleb Honiss  were the 

Activities Directors this time. They did an 

outstanding job and it was their first time 

in that role. I was really touched that we 

could teach the kids some practical skills 

as well as sharing with them about Jesus.

Everyone found their place at camp and 

did it to the best of their ability. Whenever 

there was a little hole, someone was there 

to fill it. Working with such a team made 

an enjoyable atmosphere and made my job 

easy!
